TYPES OF BUSINESS
There are three common types of businesses: sole proprietorship, partnership, and corporation. Each of these come with its own set of advantages and disadvantages. Here is a rundown of what you need to know about each one:

Sole Proprietorship
In a sole proprietorship, you are the sole owner of the business. This type of business is straight-forward and easy to launch. There are fewer administrative requirements compared to a partnership or corporation.

One of the most significant disadvantages of a sole proprietorship is unlimited personal liability, meaning that you are fully responsible for any and all debts and obligations of the business. Creditors can make claim against any assets in your name: your home, vehicle, investments, etcetera. Your family members could also be liable.

Keep in mind that the weight of the company will rest on your shoulders alone, and that there could be a lack of continuity for your business if you are unavailable or alive. It is also worth noting that it can be difficult (but not impossible) to raise capital on your own.

Partnership

Similarly, there is no legal separation between partners and the business. Your personal liability is unlimited, but you are also financially responsible for any business decisions your partner makes. So, if a contract is broken or debts are incurred without your knowledge, you are still on the hook financially.
While you have a partner (or partners) to help you manage your business, it can be challenging to find the right person or people to work with as well as knowing that conflicts could create problems for the business. However, if your partnership is right, your business will flourish!
Corporation
A corporation is a legal entity separate from its shareholders. Corporations offer flexible structures as well as an ability to divide ownership with shares, but that makes them more complex. So, it is always a good idea to speak with a lawyer before incorporating a business. This type of business may also be more expensive to set up than others.

Your business can be incorporated at the Local, State or Federal levels, but either way, corporations are closely regulated. You would need to keep extensive records and file documentation annually with government through regulatory agencies.

It is worth noting that conflicts can occur between shareholders and directors, which could negatively impact the business as well as your involvements.
