Watch how they handle pressure, correction, and success.
5. Those Willing to Serve, Not Just Be Served
Look for people with a servant heart, not those seeking titles or platforms.
Ministry is about serving others, not about position or fame.
6. Spirit-Led Discernment
Some people may look promising but can be distractions or even sabotagers.
Always seek the Holy Spirit’s discernment through prayer, fasting, and wise counsel.
Test every relationship before giving deep access.
